Name of Scholarship:  Jean Trainor Memorial Junior Girl’s Scholarship

Background Information:  The WRDGA created this scholarship in memory of Mrs. Jean Trainor, who was a phenomenal Rochester area golfer from the 1940’s through the 1980’s.  She won 24 WRDGA titles, and 38 women’s club championships (Monroe, Oak Hill, and CCR); records that will probably never be repeated.  She was a strong advocate for junior girls’ golf, mentoring many local young women.  Her daughter, Anne Ralph, is a long-time member of the WRDGA.

Purpose of Scholarship:  This scholarship was created to continue the legacy of Mrs. Jean Trainor by providing scholarships for higher education to junior girl golfers in the WRDGA region.

Size of Awards:  The number of awards may vary at an individual amount of $1000.

Allowed Use of Award:  For expenses of higher education.

Eligibility Criteria:  For senior high school female golfers who plan to attend a two or four-year college or vocational/technical school.

Application Process:  Applications are available on the WRDGA website.  Applications must be returned to the address below by May 30, 2026.

Committee / Selection Process:  A WRDGA selection committee will review applications, select recipients and notify the WRDGA treasurer.  

The WRDGA Scholarship Committee reserves the right to request additional information or clarification.

Award Announcement and Payment:  An award letter with instructions to claim the award will be sent to the recipient(s).  The scholarship can be applied to either the Fall semester (July 1 – September 15) or the Spring semester (between December 1 – March 15).  Payment will be issued once required documentation is received.

Scholarships not claimed by March 15th in the assigned year will be forfeited.

Renewability:  This award is not renewable.
